· Presidents’ Reports (Guy Nahmiach and Heidi Olivera)
· Mission, philosophy, and goals for the school year 
· Mission: to be more efficient with our time and money.  
· Philosophy: breaking the mold; get away from “it is what it is”. 
· Goals: Increase revenue by getting sponsorships, try to limit going to parents for money.  Three types of sponsorships – passive (Target, King Soopers), active (year-long – Abrusci’s), event specific (5k).    
· Teachers’ PTA involvement – New initiative – complimentary membership to those who commit to coming  to one spring and one fall meeting.  Impacts our budget slightly.  Costs us $6.25/teacher.
· Vacant PTA positions – Butter Braid, Enrichment, Landscaping, Silent Auction, Yearbook.   Need room parents for Galmish/Kiefer and Ramirez.  
· Committee plan of work and budgeting – chairs are to complete a “committee plan of work” form.  Might spark doing things differently.  Forms may alter the 2011-2012 proposed budget.  
· All announcements for the Flash need to go through Heidi Olivera (not directly to Mary).  Please submit to Heidi by Thurs. AM.  Mary needs consolidated PTA submission by noon, Thursdays.
· Snacks – sign-up sheet passed around

· Treasurers’ Reports (Jillian Jacobs)
· Annual report for 2010-2011 – passed around
· Audit – audit was completed over the summer by Heidi Olivera, Susan Sherrod, Heather Kennedy, and Jillian Jacobs
· Monthly register check for 2011-2012 - Passed around
· 2011-2012 budget – motion made and passed to approve the 2011-2012 budget with the following changes:
· Increase landscaping budget to $300
· Increase income from Silent Auction by $300
· It was noted that the budget conservatively estimates income from the silent auction, and we usually make some money on the dance and the carnival.  If income is greater than projected, we will work to get the money into the classrooms and school to support our children.
· Technology budget (Sherry Becker) –
· Trying to increase our hardware, software and staff development.  Adding one more Smartboards in5th and 6th this year.  
· Smartboards cost $7,358 including installation.  Smartboard for Hoxie’s classroom was $1799 (purchased by parents); Sherry and Amy O’Neill will look at the cost difference.
· Increase computer carts to two per grade – starting with 6th.  
· Electronic reading – 5 Kindles for check out. 
· One parent has already donated 2 Kindles.
·  Tumble books – like an electronic library.  Can take quizzes.  Can be used at home.  Find link on PV Web site, Library Links.
· Amy and Sherry will be back in October to do a more detailed technology report.  
· Reimbursement/advance check procedures – complete expense form for committees, reimbursement form for teachers.  Trying to get with committees beforehand to be sure they have everything they need.  Forms can be found on the PTA website (prospectvalleypta.org)
· Vice President/Principal’s Report (Mike Collins) -  
· Curriculum night went well.  
· Able to hire full-time (rather than half-time) 1st grade teacher – Mrs. Miller.  
· Trying to build up relationships among the Wheat Ridge matriculation area schools – e.g., PV nights, tix for WRHS football games, maybe WRHS students to tutor at PV
· Have a police officer that has been assigned to WRHS and our school – Malloy.  He will work with bully education with the kids starting next week.  
· Lot of work to do with data, test scores – instructional coach will help teachers with data and resources.  Look at trends to target work.  Two meetings per month/grade level – planning, looking at data.  Deciding as staff what to focus on.  Also going to strategize around CSAP.  We will provide teachers with more time to work with teachers a grade level up and a grade level down – looking to have systemic school improvement (comprehensive).

VI. Reports of Committees
· Membership Report  (Denise Miller and Heidi Floyd) – we have 191 members as of today, including 9 teachers.
· Cartridge Recycling (Kim Route) – there will be a notice in the Flash about a program for Cartridges for Kids for the month of September.  Materials have been requested and as soon as they arrive they will go home in the Monday folder.
· Dance (Tanya Pomponio, Lori Fugate, and Carrie Harris) – short volunteers, sign-up sheet passed around.  We should go ahead and get Jamba Juice to bring in income.  We get 20% for each drink sold ($4).  Entrance, drinks (lemonade/water), and one slice of pizza will be free.  
· Grandparent’s Day (Jennifer Yates) – Coming up  - Sept 22.  Allows you, grandparents, or another special person to come spend time in the classroom.  Need a few more volunteers to help take people down to classrooms.  Have plenty of food.  
· ExCel – lot of teachers already know what they want.  Volunteers make the arrangements.   Lori Fugate volunteered to help the 4th grade teachers.  Jennifer noted that the “right” program for a grade level might be more than $200.  Bring any additional $ needs to the PTA.
· Butter Braids - Adding cookies this year.  Sale goes from Oct. 24-Nov. 8th.  Thousands of envelopes in the storage closet that can be used to collect money – decorate so they don’t get lost.  Jennifer will check to see if online ordering available.  Profits will benefit classroom support and technology.  We need a new co-chair.
· PV Gold Rush 5K (Wendy Browne and Heidi Lorenz) – registration form will go out on Sept. 19th.  Have brought in just over $5000.  Have only spent about $835.  Hoping to have around 200 runners.  Still have to pay for shirts and other misc. items.  Hoping to make a profit of $5000-$6000.  There will be on-site registration – won’t get shirts until after the race.  Oct. 7th is the deadline to receive a t-shirt at the race.  $5 more for late registration.  For this year, trying to keep things in house.  Mike Collins will find out if we can have a table to promote our run at the Farmers 5000.
· Reflections (Lisa McMullen and Tracy Langworthy) – National PTA program.  This year’s theme is Diversity Means...  Initial information will go into the Flash next week.  Deadline for PV submissions is October 14.  
· Room parents (Janene Martinsen) – still need room parents for Ramirez and Galmish/Kiefer
· Bag Donation program – we’ve made $1700 from Whole Foods.
· Student Directory (Leeanne DiGiacomo and Denise Miller) – working on getting permission from each family to include in the directory.  The Contact Info sheet, handed out at registration, wasn’t sufficient.  Sent a spreadsheet to the teachers for them to pass around at Curriculum night, only got ¼ of the signatures needed.  Trying to come up with another plan.
